WHO IS WHO

Counselling Centre for Refugees (CCR)

CCR is a human rights organisation focusing on respecting the rights of foreigners and refugees. The
main activity is to provide people who have had to leave their home country for various reasons and
have been applying for protection in the Czech Republic with legal, social and psychological assistance.

Centre for Migration Issues (CMI)

CMI provides foreigners with individual assistance oriented towards their integration into Czech society.
Within its’ activities CMI offers legal, social and psychological assistance. CMI pursues other activities
that support foreigners’ integration into society. For example: multi-ethnical meetings, art group activiti-
es, discussion meetings, concerts, and other activities for the public.

Association for Integration and Migration (AIM)

AIM stands for the new name of the Counselling Centre for Refugees after its mergence with the Centre
for Migration Issues. The reason for the name change is an emphasis on an extension of objectives and
activities of the association in the future. Social and legal assistance to foreigners in the Czech Republic
remains the main activity. Influencing the general public in terms of evolving tolerance, fighting xeno-
phobia and racism is an integral part of AIM activities. AIM members appear in the media, participate in
discussions, seminars and conferences focused on involved issues; at the same time they give lectures
with elementary and secondary schools as-well-as universities.

AIM is also trying to influence migration legislation and refugee rights, through suggestions, publishing
papers and lobbying. AIM struggles for better and more helpful conditions for the life of foreigners in the
Czech Republic.

Association for Migration and Integration is a member of the Syndicate of Nongovernmental Organizati-
ons working with refugees, Czech Forum for Development Cooperation, international association UNITED
for Intercultural Action, Separated Children in Europe Program (SCEP), and PICUM, International Plat-
form for Cooperation on Undocumented Migrants.

Activities carried out within the project helped refugees with
the process of integration into Czech society and with obta-
ining suitable housing following the State Integration Pro-
gram. The assistance was provided with an emphasis on sup-
port of autonomy for clients, and on support of their skills to
solve problematic situations themselves, if possible. Clients
were provided with legal and social assistance, such as pre-
paration or consultations on leases or sub-contracts, media-
tion of communication between lessors and the Department
of Asylum and Migration Policy at The Ministry of Interior
of the Czech Republic, with looking for suitable housing,
assistance with dealing with offices, employers and repre-
sentatives of state administration and local authorities. As a

result of this project places to live were found for 11 families.

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2. Legal and related assistance to
applicants for international protection
Implementation: 1. 1. 2008-31. 12. 2008
Supported by Ministry of Foreign Affairs
within the European Refugee Fund

Activities within this project helped applicants for
international protection to get orientated in the
Czech system of law. Clients were provided with
cost-free legal and social assistance, material
help, and with consecutive treatment with the
cooperation of specialised departments (psycho-
logical and health care, etc.). Applicants whom
we cooperated with acquired basic orientation in
the system of law or legislation related to their
type of residence in the Czech Republic. They
were informed about rights and obligations resul-
ting from their situation. Within legal and social
assistance they were provided with information
and help when dealing with offices and related
institutions. Emphasis was placed on autonomy
of clients, eliminating misunderstandings and
incomprehension, understanding of cultural and
other differences in the life of the applicant in
the Czech Republic. 1054 legal interventions/
consultations were provided for 640 clients
during the period - January to December 2008.

3. The Twelve
Implementation: 1.3. 2008 - 29.2. 2009
Committee of Good Will - The Olga Havel Foundation

“The Twelve” project was focused on organising weekend
trips for children from refugee camps. We did 12 such trips
during 2008. The weekend activities were usually organised once a month and had a topic to help the
children to know life in the Czech Republic in as wide a context as possible. We did sightseeing (Castlovice
castle, Tousen spa, Cesky Krumlov), sports (hiking around Machovo lake, rafting on Sazava river, moun-
tain-climbing in Serbia, horse-riding in Janskad, skiing in Beskydy mountains), and we joined activities to
protect nature (ecological farm Sluneé&ni Dvdr, ecological center Toulclv Dvir). The objective of these acti-
vities was not only to discover life in the Czech Republic but also to aid self-discovery and the children’s
skills development. Children learned various sports - many of them tried skiing, riding a horse or rafting
for the first time in their life. Children also learned to build a tent, to make a fire, to focus on a map, and
take care of themselves and others. 160 children from refugee camps Straz pod Ralskem and Kostelec nad
Oh¥i participated in the weekend programs as part of this project. Children gained

unforgettable experiences during these trips; every participant received

unforgettable and valuable memories.

4. Changing the attitude of the European youth towards developing countries with the

help of migrants
Implementation period - 1. 3. 2008-28. 2. 2009
Supported by: European Commission within the Europe Aid programme

The project, which continues in 2009, is propelled by the lack of knowledge and awareness of secondary school students
in the European Union states about developing countries and migration causes from these countries. It concentrates on
the creation of tools that provide students with the possibility of exploring the developing problems. A 150-page long
comic book based on authentic refugee stories was therefore created within this project. A computer didactic game will
be later created out of these stories. Students will get the chance to try what it is like to be a refugee. In August 2008 a
cartoon workshop was organised for 10 Czech students and 5 students with migrant backgrounds. They created an inte-
resting cartoon about the topic of migration. The children worked under the guidance of an experienced Italian cartoonist
and their result will be presented at a festival that AIM will organise in 2009. Also other festivals aimed at young people
will be visited within this project. On those occasions we will try to distribute information materials created during the
project implementation as-well-as educate young people on the causes of migration.

The project was aimed at the organisation of multiethnic cultural events, l ‘g § o sl o

whose objective was to increase awareness particularly among young

people on the topic of migration and foreigners living in the Czech Republic

and by these events contribute to suppressing racism and xenophobia. Two concerts and five multicultural
evenings were therefore organised within this project. These events tried to bring closer the cultural varie-
ty of migrants to the Czech visitors through use of photo exhibitions, film projections, discussions, traditi-
onal food tastings etc. Each evening was dedicated to different geographical areas: Kyrgyzstan, Palestina,
West Africa, Taiwan and Armenia. The evenings were prepared in cooperation with individual area repre-
sentatives, according to the interests and character of each ethnic group. Each evening presented its regi-
on, interesting festivals and customs, as-well-as presenting differences and similarities in our ways of life.
In the second half of the year, two concerts were organised — Don’t see the world in black and white I,
and II. The aim of both concerts was to point out the prevailing negative attitude of the society towards
minorities living in the Czech Republic, as-well-as familiarisation with different cultures

and the activities of the Association for Integration and Migration.

Abakrova rodina pochazi ze Sudanu. V Char-
tumu Abakr vystudoval vysokou Skolu veteri-
narskou, nicméné pomahal rodiné na polich.
KdyZz se jednoho dne rano vydal na rodinna
pole, na cesté potkal vladni vojska, kterymi byl
zatlen a odvlecen do hlavniho mésta.

The family of Abakr comes from Sudan. In Khar-
toum Abakr studied veterinary medicine at uni-
versity, as well as helping his family working
in their fields. One day, on his way to the field
he met the governmental army, who arrested
him and took him to the capital city. During his
arrest, the whole family was massacred. He
was released from the prison because he pro-
mised the soldiers that he would act as a spy
among the rebels and inform against them.
When he found out that all of his relatives are
dead, he decided to travel by foot and by hit-
chhiking to Egypt, where he stayed for two years
before he decided to go to the Czech Republic.
On his arrival to the Ruzyne airport, he applied
for asylum. After a couple of weeks he received
a notification from the Ministry of Interior that
he was not granted the asylum, but would recei-
ve subsidiary protection. The Ministry didn’t find
sufficient reasons for granting the asylum, whilst
admitting that for Abakr, it's impossible to go
back to Sudan. The subsidiary protection is not
a great consolation. For Abakr this means living
in fear, because the subsidiary protection can be
withdrawn at any time. For example, if the rele-
vant officials or world organisations judge the
conflict in Darfur to be finished. The reality can
be different - revenge among different groups
can continue, but less visible than before. But
also, people like Abakr, who lost everything in
their home country, simply don’t want to go back
and want to start normal life somewhere else.
Abakr studies the Czech language at the moment.
He lives in Prague in a flat shared with other
refugees. He works on building sites, working
in security and other temporary jobs. He suff-
ers because he would like to work as a vet, but
the Sudan diploma recognition will take time,
and learning Czech is also not very easy. Aba-
kr would like to stay in the Czech Republic fore-
ver. He hopes that one day he will not receive
a letter from the Ministry of Interior in which
the supplementary protection will be cancelled
and he will have to go back to Sudan, where he
doesn’t have anyone and where he fears to go.




6. Pravni poradenstvi cizincim pobyvajicim v CR

V roce 2008 bylo realizovano pravni poradenstvi pro
cizince pobyvajici v CR, a to formou Ustnich konzultaci
a pisemnych podani. V prvni poloviné roku 2008 jsme
zaznamenali nardst poptdvky po pravnim poraden-
stvi cizincdm s udélenym turistickym vizem, coz uzce
souviselo se vstupem CR do Schengenského prostoru
v prosinci 2007. Ve druhé poloviné roku, resp. od zafi
2008 doslo k narlstu poptavky po nasich sluzbach ze
strany cizincQ, ktefi na Uzemi CR pobyvali na zakladé
pracovniho viza & na zakladé povoleni k dlouhodobé-
mu pobytu za Ucelem zaméstnani. Cizinci s udélenym
azylem a doplikovou ochranou se na pravni poradce
obraceli zejména s otazkami na prodluzovanim plat-
nosti doplikové ochrany, v pripadé neprodlouzeni
pak s pripravou zaloby a doplnéni, dale s otazkami
zameéstnani a socialniho zabezpeceni. ZvySeny zajem
projevili tito cizinci o pravni poradenstvi v otazkach
bydleni. Od ledna do prosince 2008 probéhlo celkem
1343 konzultaci, coz mési¢né cinni 112 konzultaci.

6. Legal assistance to foreigners living in the
Czech Republic

Implementation: 1. 1. 2008-31. 12. 2008
Supported by Ministry of the Interior of the Czech
Republic

In the year 2008 foreigners living in the Czech Republic
were provided with legal assistance in oral and writ-
ten form. In the first half of 2008 we noted an incre-
ase in demand for legal assistance for foreigners with
granted tourist visa to the Czech Republic which was
closely related to the entry of the Czech Republic to
the Shengen Area in December 2008. In the second
half of the year, or from September 2008, the forei-
gners staying in the Czech Republic with granted wor-
king visa or with long-term resident for the purpose of
employment increased their demand for our assistance.
Foreigners with granted asylum and additional protecti-
on questioned us especially about prolonging the validi

ty of additional protection, in the case of refu-
sal with preparation of accusation. They also
asked questions about employment and social
security. These foreigners showed increased
interest in legal assistance with housing. From
January to December 2008 we provided 1343
consultations or 112 consultations per month.

Projekt byl zaméFen na poskytovani odborného socidlniho poradenstvi migrantim vsech vékovych kate-
gorii. Pracovnici klientdm poskytovali také individudini asistenci na Ufadech statni spravy a samospravy.
Cilem projektu byla podpora integrace migrantd do ¢eské spole¢nosti a na trh prace, zvy$ovani pravniho
v&domi a prevence vzniku konfliktd a socidlniho vylouceni. Nejvétsi zajem byl o asistenci tykajici se hledani
zaméstnani. V ramci pracovné-pravniho poradenstvi pomahali pracovnici klientim se zpracovénim Zivoto-
pisQ, které uverejfiovali na portdlu MPSV. Dale zprostiedkovavali kontakt se zamé&stnavatelem a vysvétlo-
vali postup pfi zaméstnavani cizince. V pobytovych otazkach klienti nejCastéji resili moznost prodlouzeni
viza ¢i zménu Ucelu pobytu. Poradenstvi bylo poskytnuto celkem 1560 osobam (jednorazové i opakované).

7. Social-legal counselling to foreigners - support of foreigners integration into the Czech

society

Implementation: 1. 1. 2008-31. 12. 2008
Supported by- Ministry of Labour and social affairs
Prague City Council

The project was aimed at providing professional social counselling to migrants of all ages. Our employees
also provided clients with individual assistances at state authorities. The aim of the project was to inte-
grate migrants into Czech society as-well-as into the job market, increasing their legal understan-
ding, preventing conflicts and social exclusion. The greatest interest of the clients was in the field of
job seeking assistance. Our employees helped clients with Curriculum Vitae creation, later publis-
hed on the Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs portal. AIM also arranged contacts with employers and
explained to them the procedures that are necessary when employing a foreigner. As for the residen-
tial issues, our clients most often dealt with the possibility of visa extension or change of stay purpo-
se. The counselling was altogether provided to 1560 persons (single as well as repeated consultations).




8. Pro¢ maji zlstat stranou - Komplexni posileni pracovniho potencialu zadatell o azyl

bor vzdélavacich aktivit zamé&renych na zvy$ovani kvalifikace Zadatell byl realizovén po celou dobu trvani
projektu, pri¢emz velky dlraz byl logicky kladen na zvy&ovani jazykové integrace, zlep$eni komunikaénich
schopnosti a dovednosti. Vyuka ¢estiny byla proto nejvice ¢asové dotovanou aktivitou pfedchazejici kurzim
pocitacové gramotnosti, zlepSeni orientace v sociokulturnim prostredi, vyuce anglic¢tiny, pomoci pri ziskani
dosazitelnosti dal&iho vzdélavani (napf. nostrifikace dokladd) a sp&&né rekvalifikaci. Nage organizace rea-
lizovala béhem projektu celkem 67 kurzd, jichZ se z(¢astnilo 715 frekventantt. Ze 70 klientd, piné zaraze-
nych do projektu v ramci MKC Teplice, ziskalo pét osob plnou rekvalifikaci. V ramci projektu bylo poskytnu-
to témér dva tisice konzultaci, osloveno 80 zaméstnavatell a byla vytvofena databaze volnych pracovnich
mist. Nedilnou soucasti projektu byly také akce pro verejnost sblizujici obyvatele Teplic s zadateli o azyl.
Nage zkudenosti potvrzuji, Ze integraéni potencial téch klientl, ktefi Usp&sné proéli aktivitami projektu, se
zvysil. Prizkum, ktery jsme po ukon&eni projektu provadéli, potvrdil, Ze polet oficidlné zaméstnanych jen
v Teplicich od pocatku projektu narostl pétindsobné (ze sedmi na pétatricet, jen tri jsou nezaméstnani).

8. Project "Why should they stay left behind? — Complex strengthening

Implementation: 1. 1. 2005-31. 8. 2008

Supported by: Program of EQUAL Initiative v

The Community Initiative

E®QUAL

The project was implemented in the Multicultural centre Teplice. Its aim was to help
the current applicants for international protection in their access to the job market
and at the same time, to strengthen the working potential of these people for the benefit of the society. A
set of educational activities aimed at increasing the qualification of the applicants was carried out during
the whole implementation period. A priority was put on the increase of language integration, and the
improvement of communicative abilities. The Czech language courses were therefore the most endowed
activity, followed by the computer courses, the improvement of orientation in the socio-cultural environ-
ment, English courses, assistance in gaining further education (document recognition) and successful
retraining. Our organisation executed 67 courses altogether, which were attended by 715 students. Out of
70 fully involved clients, 5 people received complete retraining. Almost 2000 consultations were provided

during the project implementation, 80 employers were addressed and a database of vacancies was created.

An important part of the project was also an organisation of events for the Czech public, which helped to
bring together the Teplice citizens with the applicants for international protection. Our experience proves
that the integrative potential of those who successfully completed the project activities increased. A survey
that was performed after the termination of the project proved that the number of officially employed
applicants, in Teplice only, has increased five times.

9. Regularizace jako jeden z nastrojd v boji proti nelegalni migraci
Realizace: 15. 6. 2007-15. 6. 2008
Podporila: Nadace rozvoje obcanské spolecnosti — Blokovy grant pro NNO

Projekt se zaméroval na posileni prav nelegalnich migrantd pobyvajicich na Gzemi CR hlavné v oblasti zdra-
votni péce Ci prava na rodinny zivot, a to zejména prostrednictvim navrhovani systémovych a dil¢ich zmén

v otazce nelegalni migrace. Projekt sméroval i ke zvysSeni povédomi spolecnosti o problematice a k podpore
vefejné debaty o moZnostech regularizace nelegalni migrace jakozto U¢inného ndstroje pti reseni problémi
spojenych s timto jevem v ¢eském i evropském kontextu. Téma se zaroven podarilo pomérné siroce mediali-
zovat, at jiz v tisténych médiich &i v rozhlase a televizi, anebo mezi odbornou vefejnosti. Byla mj. vytvorena
specialni internetova platforma pro regularizaci, bylo zavedeno internetové pravni poradenstvi a zpracovano a
vyhodnoceno pomérné obsahlé dotaznikové Setreni o nelegalnich migrantech.V ramci projektu byly vytvoreny
analyzy o pravu na rodinny Zivot, o Upravé v oblasti trestniho pradva smérem k neregulérnim migrantim a v
neposledni radé i o obtizich spojenych s pristupem této zranitelné skupiny osob ke zdravotni péci. Zaroven se
podafilo vydat specidlni sbornik textl, zamé&fenych na téma regularizace, do néhoZ svymi €lanky prispéli jak
odbornici a odbornice z rad nevladnich organizaci, tak i predstavitelé statu ¢i akademické obce. Sbornik je ke
stazeni i na webovych strankach organizace.

9. Regularization as one of the tools of illegal migration control
Implementation period: 15. 6. 2007-15. 6. 2008
Supported by: NROS - Block grant for NNO (Financial mechanism EEA / Norway)

The project was focused on rights reinforcement of illegal migrants residing in the territory of the Czech
Republic, mainly in the medical care area or the right to family life, and that mainly by suggesting system and
fragment changes in the illegal migration problem. The project also aimed at increasing the society’s awarene-
ss of the problem and at the support of a public debate on the possibilities of the regularization of illegal
migration as an effective tool at solving problems connected to this phenomenon in the Czech and European
context.

The topic succeeded in major media coverage, in press, radio, television and amongst the academic commu-
nity. Also, a special internet regularization platform was created, internet legal counselling was set up, and an
extensive questionnaire survey about illegal migrants was processed and analyzed. Within the project, analysis
about the right to family life, amendments of the criminal law towards illegal migrants, and last but not least
about the difficulties linked to attitude of this vulnerable group of people to the medical care was processed. At
the same time, a special collection of texts focused on the topic of regularization was published, with articles
contributed by many professionals from NGO “s, and representatives of the state and academic community.
The collection is available for download from AIM’s web site.

Jeho problémy doklada-
ji i absolvovana psychologicka
vysSetreni. ProtoZe ztratil povole-
ni k trvalému pobytu a nedolozil
vCas vsechny nalezitosti, stalo
se, ze mu nebyl vyplacen invalid-
ni ddchod. Tim zadaly problémy,
které pan Babovic jiz nebyl scho-
pen sam a bez podpory Uspés-
né resit. Nebyl schopen platit za
ubytovani a ¢asem skoncil na uli-
ci. Dnes zije jako bezdomovec.
Nékolikrat ho kontrolovala cizinec-
ka policie, ktera rozhodla o sprav-
nim vyhoSténi pana Babovice. Ve
spolupraci se SIMI, o.s. a Nadéji,
0.p.s. napsal pan Babovi¢ zadost
o milost prezidenta republiky. Dne
10. 4. 2009 rozhodl pan prezi-
dent o udéleni milosti ve véci tres-
tu vyhosténi a pro pana Babovice
se tak otevriela moznost konecné
stabilizovat svoji osobni i socialni
situaci a fesit svij pobyt na Gzemi
CR. Pres vSechny utrapy, osobni
i zdravotni, se pan Babovi¢ snazi
pravidelné chodit na domluve-
né schlzky, prebirat postu, pro-
sté spolupracovat. Sam vyhledal
pomoc Vv organizaci pomahajici bez-
domovclim a také nadi organizace.

Mr. Aleksandar Babovic was born in
1941 and he is a Serbian national.
He has lived in the Czech Repub-
lic since 1970. Mr. Babovic¢ worked
in the CR the whole time of his
stay, yet since 1995 he has drawn
a disability pension. He is unable
to maintain attention and he often
loses and forgets things. His pro-
blems are supported by psychiatric
examinations. Because he lost his
permanent residence permit and
he was not able to provide all of
the necessary documents on time,
he stopped receiving his disability
pension. This created more and
more problems that he was unable
to manage without help. He wasn't
able to pay for his accommodation
and within few weeks he ended up
on the streets. Nowadays he lives
as a homeless person. Foreign
police checked him several times,
and then he was expelled. With
the help of AIM and the civic as-
sociation Hope, he appealed the
president of the republic for mer-
cy. On the 10.4.2009 the presi-
dent pardoned him in the matter
of expulsion and Mr. Babovi¢ was
given a chance to stabilize his per-
sonal and social situation and to
solve his stay in the CR. Despite
his hardships, personal as well as
medical, Mr. Babovic tries hard to
cooperate. He himself sought our
organisation as well as an organisa-
tion helping the homeless for help.

10. SOCIAL COUNSELLING = WOMEN MUL-

TICULTURAL GROUP
Implementation: 1.9.2007 - 31.8.2008
Supported by: Fond T-Mobile for employees

Woman multicultural group is a project that
has been focused on the provision of free-
time activities and psycho-social counselling in
the Residential Centre of The Ministry of Inte-
rior of the Czech Republic for applicants for
international protection in Kostelec na Orlici.
These activities took place every Wednesday
from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. and took up a project of
multicultural women groups that AIM success-
fully ran in refugee centres for several years.
One of the goals was to build relationships
and trust within the group (topic interviews,
life stories and affairs, provision of support),
which eased the tension between women in
the difficult environment of a refugee camp.
The number of clients who regularly
visited the group was about 15 clients eve-
ry time. It was mainly women from Arme-
nia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Belarus, Ukraine,
Chechnya, Turkey, Syria, Somalia, and Congo.

11. THE CHINESE BOY
Implementation: 1. 11. 2008-31. 10. 2009
Supported - NROS - Help the children

The project is aimed at helping a Chinese boy, who is disabled with
Down’s Syndrome and a chronic heart insufficiency. His condition
needs constant care, at a high financial cost. The only source of
income in the family is the father; the family therefore suffers from
financial problems. Our organisation, with the help of the Founda-
tion Help The Children pays the fees for his stay in the child centre
Paprsek that provides assistance to children with serious disability
through a form of daily social welfare institution, physiotherapy
etc. Due to this ensured care, the mother gained more free time
and started to work occasionally. The whole family is very happy
with the boy’s stay in the facility. He is provided with professional
speech therapy, special-pedagogic and physiotherapeutic care as
well as therapy according to Marie Montessori. Pacification, impro-
ved concentration, and partial independence for the boy are great
achievements, and this was all gained through his stay in the cen-
tre Paprsek .

Dalsi &tyfi tisice dolart zaplatil prevad&&im.
V noci Alima vezli autem, pres hranice Sel
se skupinou sedmnacti lidi pésky. Potom jel
zavienym autobusem, nevéda kudy a kam.
Jeho Uték trval celkem dvacet sedm dni.

Mr. Alim had a shop in Kabul, where he sold
videotapes about president Nadzibulah and
other important members of his party. After
the town was conquered, Taliban confiscated
the films and Alim was arrested. “I was in pri-
son without proper trial for two years. They
kept beating and torturing me” Mr. Alim show-
ed us three scars on his neck as a proof. Later
he managed to escape thanks to his brother,
who bribed the warder with two thousand dol-
lars. He had to pay a further four thousands
to the transferrer. He was taken by car at
night; then he crossed the borders with 17
other people on foot. Then he went by clo-
sed bus without knowing where he was going.
His escape lasted 27 days. Finally he was
taken by car to Prague, where he got contact
on the Counselling Centre for Refugees. The
story almost ends with a “Hollywood” happy-
ending. The Centre discovered that his wife
and three children were living in one of the
refugee camps in the Czech Republic. Mr. Alim
was hopeful that he would be granted asylum,
despite the fact that the ministry of interi-
or had already refused asylum to his wife.
After a couple of years, Mr Alim received
negative on his first application for asylum.
He was very disappointed — he really believed
that he could be granted asylum. However,
gradually he started to realize that almost
no one gets asylum in the Czech Republic.
One day, Mr. Alim and his wife disappeared
from the camp. Apparently they went west...
